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The Nebraska Stock Market Game (SMG) is a 
10-week, online investment simulation for students in 
grades 4–12. Teams of two to five students invest a 
virtual $100,000 on the American, New York and 
NASDAQ exchanges. Each year more than 4000 
Nebraska students participate in this in-depth 
introduction to equity markets. The game supports a 
broader curriculum in financial and economic literacy 
by providing a hands-on activity that utilizes classroom 
instruction in an immediate, accessible and exciting 
format. As part of the Stock Market Game, students 
learn how to conduct research into stocks and bonds 
and publicly-listed companies, make resource 
allocation decisions and participate in writing and 
reading activities.
